The scope of work will be bid, awarded and contracted following the general 
framework of AIA Document A104-2017 Standard Abbreviated Form of 
Agreement Between Owner and Contractor.  Project milestone dates are 
expected to follow the below schedule:

Mandatory pre-bid:   May 2, 2022 @ 10:00 AM at worksite 
Bid proposals due:   May 13, 2022 @ 5:00 PM 
Bid review:    May 13, 2022 – May 20, 2022 
Bid Awarded:    May 20, 2022 
Building Permit:   June 17, 2022 
Begin Construction   Prior to June 21, 2022 
Substantial Completion  August 5, 2022 
 
 
Those wanting to submit a bid proposal are required to attend the mandatory pre-
bid meeting and inspect the areas that are involved in this project to evaluate 
existing conditions.  The project will require contractor labor is paid at local 
prevailing wage rates and proposed contract price should reflect this. 
 
The General Contractor will be responsible for project management, cost 
controls, construction logistics, subcontracts and schedule management 
including engaging with capable MEP subcontractors that can prepare and stamp 
any final MEP design drawing submissions that may be required based on the 
bid documents. 
 



 

The Contractor is required to follow LEED Green Building principles including solid 
waste management, indoor air quality best management practices, and will be 
responsible for a safe, orderly and secure work area during the renovation.   
 
Scope of Work: 
 
Base Bid 
 

- Installation of new floor tile, tile wall base and wall tile 
- Replace countertops with new countertops and lavatories 
- Replace existing toilet partitions 
- Existing toilets to remain, replace urinal with new 
- Existing lockers to remain 
- Replace existing restroom entry doors/frames with new 
- Enclose shower areas and install new doors/frames 
- Paint areas not covered by new wall tile 
- Replace ceiling tiles 
- Replace existing wall and downlight fixtures with LED type
